Two dismissals from that program of study will constitute a final dismissal from that program of study. After the third and any subsequent suspension, students will be eligible to re-apply for admission after one calendar year.


Students may appeal the academic suspension before the beginning of the next quarter by writing a letter to the Vice President for Academic Affairs. If the Vice President for Academic Affairs notes extenuating circumstances for the academic suspension, the suspension may be overturned for one quarter. The decision of the Vice President of Academic Affairs is final.
