The data
are to be available for the most recent cohort that has had 150 percent of normal time for completion
by August 31 of the previous year. The data are to be disaggregated by gender, major racial and ethnic
subgroup, students who were recipients of a Federal Pell Grant, students who were recipients of a
subsidized Stafford Loan who did not receive a Pell Grant, and students who were not recipients of
either a Pell Grant or a subsidized Stafford Loan.
